Breeds Association of Scotland, to my steward, Kerry, who kept me on track and especially to the 
exhibitors for entering, who mostly accepted my decisions with good will.  I noticed a couple of 
incorrect bites and presentation varied somewhat but I was very pleased with the standard and quality 
of my winners.

Class 1. Veteran Dog/Bitch (2,0)

1. Wilson & Connor’s Sh Ch Portrail Turns The Swag On for Pinereoch. 81/2 yr old lovely L&W 
bitch who does not look her age.  Presented well in excellent coat and condition. Feminine 
head, with kind expression and dark eye. Good reach of neck, correctly sloping shoulders and 
level topline with moderate angulation front and back.  Well balanced and keeping her topline 
whilst moving with reach and drive. RBB, BVB, BVIS

2. Graham’s Peasblosson Valentino 8 yr old L& W dog who made life hard for his handler today. 
Masculine throughout, in good coat and condition, preferred overall outline and movement of 
1.

1. Jenkinson’s Eastriding Devotion 10-month-old B&W.  Developing nicely, with sufficient bone 
and neat feet.  Good reach of neck, sloping shoulders and moderate angulation. Beautifully 
presented and when settled moved well. BPD, BPIS

Class 4. Junior Dog (2,0)

1. Tolladay’s Chanangel Yorkshire Ale with Bethersden. Smart young L&W dog. Masculine head 
and appearance without being overdone, presented in beautiful coat and condition.  Lovely 
deep chest, well off for bone and presents a balanced picture on the stand.  Moved very well 
with reach and drive.

2. Jenkinson’s Eastriding Royal Gold. Another lovely young dog with dark eye and kind 
expression.  Head in proportion with good reach of neck and sloping shoulders.  Well ribbed 
and moderately angulated. Well presented. Moved well.

1. Stevenson’s Peasblossom Brogan at Gaolachcara.  Smart dog shown in good coat and 
condition.  Head of balanced proportions, well set ears with good reach of neck set on to 
sloping shoulders. Elbows tight to body, moderately angulated and with neat feet.  Presented 
well.  Moved OK.

2. Scorgie & McNicol’s Pinereoch Mischief Maker.  Well presented in good coat and condition.  
Masculine boy with good depth of chest and well sprung ribs.  Well off for bone. Moved OK.

Class 10. Open Dog (5, 1)

1. Darling’s Sh Ch Elazlan Billy Kimber.  Lovely B&W boy who caught my eye when he entered 
the ring.  Pleasing and balanced outline in profile, with masculine head which is not overdone.  



Dark eye, with kind, soft expression.  Well off for bone standing on neat well-rounded feet.  
Deep chested, well ribbed and moderate  throughout.  Presented in excellent coat and 
condition.  Moved well with reach and drive. BD, RBIS, BB&W

2. Wilson & Connor’s Sh Ch Pinereoch No Stunts Larry.  Another lovely dog.  Masculine with a 
balanced outline.  Moderate throughout, with deep chest, sufficient neck and sloping 
shoulders.  Moderately angled, well ribbed, in good coat and condition. RBD 

3. Topliss’ Sh Ch Sandylands Stand N Deliver

1. Calvert’s Chanangel Yorkshire Honey. Smart feminine bitch with balanced outline, pretty 
head, kind eyes and expression.  She has a good reach of neck into sloping shoulders and 
moderate angles throughout.  Well off for bone and neat well-rounded feet.  In good coat for 
age, and well presented.  Moved well once settled.

2. Jenkison’s Eastriding Royal Style, Another feminine bitch, pleasing in profile, feminine head 
with kind eye and expression.  Good reach of neck and correctly sloping shoulders.  Well 
ribbed with a firm topline held on the move.  Well presented and moved well.  

3. Stevenson’s Spuffing Daiquiri at Gaolachcara

Class 15. Special Yearling Bitch (1,0)

1. Stevenson’s Spuffing Daiquiri at Gaolachcara.  Well proportioned bitch with good bone and 
sufficiently deep chest.  Tight at elbow and well ribbed with a level topline held well on the 
move.  Moved well.

2. Ganarin’s Pinereoch Primavera. Different type to 1.  Feminine head with kind dark eye and 
chiselling.  Well ribbed, of good substance standing on good bone and feet.  Made it hard for 
her handler and let herself down on movement today.

Class 19. Limit Bitch (5,1)

1. Cokell Carlyquinn Winter Storm JW.  Feminine bitch of good proportions.  Deep chested 
standing on well boned legs and neat feet.  Moderately angulated and well proportioned.  In 
good coat and condition.  Won today on her movement where she really came into her own.

2. Richardson & Terry-Richardson’s Daenerys Moondancer to Cherishym.  Feminine bitch with 
pleasing outline, correctly proportioned head, good length of neck and moderate angulation, 
lacking the drive and movement of 1. 

3. Rose’s Pinereoch Amethyst of Rosannoch

Class 20. Open Bitch (4,1)

1. Calvert’s Sh Ch Calvdale Flutter JW BB, RBIS. Beautiful quality bitch in her prime.  Have 
judged her before as a youngster and loved her then and felt the same today. Balanced and 



feminine in profile and movement, moderate throughout. Head of correct proportions with 
chiselling, dark eyes and kind alert expression.  Good length of neck, flowing into sloping, well 
laid shoulders. Excellent bone and feet. Deep chest, well ribbed moved positively with 
balance, reach and drive.   BB, BIS

2. Calvert’s Elazlan Coronation Day.  Another lovely bitch, feminine throughout standing on good 
bone and feet.  Balanced head, with dark eye and kind expression, neck of good length, 
sloping well laid shoulders and moderate angulation. Moved well.
